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Heart devotion, which St. Claude first preached in England/ to St.
Mary's, Louth, where there is a stained-glass window to St. Eustace White,
one of the Lincolnshire Martyrs, and perhaps to Melwood, shrine to St.
Augustine Webster and other Lincolnshire Martyrs.)

- Invite a French Bishop, part of the Emmanuel Community, which looks
after the major Sacred Heart shrine at Paray-le-Monial, to come to
the parish to preside and to preach at Masses one weekend.
